
Dimensions of Culture Program DOC 2: Justice 

Winter 2008 

Instructions for Submitting Papers Online to TURNITIN.COM 

Papers are due online before 4:00 p.m. on the due date:  February 4 for Paper 1, March 5 for Paper 2 
 

1. Open the file in your word-processing program where you have saved your paper.  Do not change it at all from the hard 

copy you’re giving to your TA.  Highlight and COPY the paper itself.  You do not need to include the Works Cited Page. 

 

2. Open your internet browser and go to: http://www.turnitin.com   [ IF  you have previously submitted a UCSD paper to 

this website, login in the upper right corner, and then SKIP to step 8 below instead of creating a user profile.]  

3. Click on “new users” in the upper right corner of the screen.  For “select user type,” choose “student” and click “NEXT.” 

4. On the back of this sheet, locate your DOC 2 section.  Turnitin.com assigned a CLASS/SECTION ID number (seven digits, 

beginning with “2”) to each DOC section.  The ENROLLMENT PASSWORD is that class’ UCSD section ID number (six 

digits, beginning with “6”).  Be sure you enter the correct information for YOUR section on this screen, then click “NEXT.” 

The next screen should show that you have “successfully joined the class.” that corresponds to your UCSD DOC 2 section.  

5. Type in your e-mail address as indicated.  Turnitin will send a confirmation to this address later, so it is important that you 

carefully enter a legitimate address that you will be able to access.  Click the “next” box. 

6. Follow the directions to create your password.  (You will be using this website for DOC 2 and DOC 3, so you should keep 

this password in a safe place.)  Click the “NEXT” button.  Then choose one “secret question” for which you will be able to 

remember your exact answer.  (I recommend that you DON’T pick one of the first three questions, since this is information 

that you shouldn’t give out easily.)  Click the “NEXT” button.   

7. Enter your name.  (In order for your TA to give you credit for your paper, he/she must be able to recognize your name here 

– please don’t use bizarre nicknames.)  The next screen shows a lengthy legal agreement that you are welcome to read if you 

like.  Click on “I agree – create profile.”  After you have read the next screen, click “end wizard and log in.”  SKIP to 

step 9 below.  

8. IF you have skipped here from step 2 above, click on the gray box “enroll in a class,” and use the CLASS/SECTION ID and 

ENROLLMENT PASSWORD numbers on the back of this sheet next to your DOC 2 section, then click the “submit” button.   

 

9. Now you’ll see “Welcome” and your name on the top of the screen.  In the middle, you will see the class you just entered 

listed.  (Please note that the Turnitin.com website is NOT connected to UCSD or TritonLink.  IF you made a mistake 

entering the numbers above, you could click on the “drop class” red X here, and try again.  This will not affect your status in 

the real-world DOC class.)  Click on the blue underlined class name (starting with “DOC”).  

 

10. On the “class portfolio” screen, click on the little paper icon under “submit” for the assignment. 

 

11. On the next screen, where it says “Submit a paper by:” click on “cut & paste,” which is the method we recommend, so 

your Works Cited Page does not get included.  (If you want to try the “file upload” method you may, but these instructions 

address the cut & paste method.)  When the page refreshes, type in the title of your own paper for “submission title.”  (You 

can shorten it if you need to, but it should resemble the actual title that you chose to write for your paper – do not use 

“Paper” as your title!)   Click inside the white box and PASTE your paper there.   Then click on the “submit” arrow button 

at the top of the gray box.  

  

12. You will then see your “paper ID number” on a “digital receipt.”  Print this out as proof of your successful submission.  

Click on the red “log out” button at the top, and you’re done!  Turnitin.com will also send you a receipt by e-mail, which 

you should save.  If you make a mistake and submit your paper to the wrong section, DO NOT RE-SUBMIT IT!  If you 

submitted it to your own TA’s other section, please let him/her know.  Contact the DOC office at the e-mail address below 

if you accidentally submit your paper to a section not taught by your TA.

If there are unforeseen problems with the Turnitin website, 

UCSD computer servers, natural disasters, etc., students won’t be penalized for submitting papers after the 

deadline, providing the papers are submitted as soon as the problem is resolved.
