You must submit your unofficial transcripts of coursework taken since your academic
disqualification from UCSD. These transcripts must demonstrate completion of 24.0 semester or
36.0 quarter UC transferable units with a 3.0 G.P.A. (Remember to send all official transcripts to
the UCSD Admissions Office for posting to your academic history on TritonLink.)
